
Effective April 1, 1996, the 

Michigan Legislature 

passed Public Act 160 cre-

ating educational opportu-

nities for high school stu-

dents to earn college credit 

while still attending high 

school.  This has become 

known as Dual Enrollment 

to the staff, administration 

and students at DUHS. 

Over the past four years 

our students have earned 

2,113 college credits dur-

ing their senior year (not 

counting credits they may 

have earned during their 

junior year).  With a cost of 

about $90 per credit hour, 

students and parents have 

saved almost $200,000 in 

college tuition, not to men-

tion a jump start on their 

future career by finishing 

these credits during high 

school. 

Students can take these 

classes on the campus of 

Southwestern Michigan 

College, or other post-

secondary institution, dur-

ing the school day or in the 

evening as part of their 

high school experience.  In 

order to qualify for Dual 

Enrollment a student must 

receive the following test 

scores on the PLAN test.  

This is a pre-ACT test 

given to every sophomore 

at DUHS. 

The results of the PLAN 

test will be mailed home to 

every sophomore who took 

the PLAN test this fall.  In 

addition to the appropriate 

test scores, students must 

have successfully com-

pleted fifteen high school 

credits, be enrolled in two 

class at DUHS, have a 

minimum GPA. of 2.5 and 

the permission of their high 

school counselor.  Not 

every class offered by a 

post-secondary institution 

qualifies for Dual Enroll-

ment so students must reg-

ister through their high 

school counselor. 

This year students can also 

earn college credit through 

SMC a second way, by 

taking Direct Credit classes 

at DUHS.  These classes 

are taught by DUHS staff 

and are aligned with a cor-

responding class offered by 

SMC.  With successful 

completion of the Direct 

Credit class, students can 

also be awarded college 

credit along with their high 

school credit.  In just the 

first twelve weeks of 

school this year, over 70 

college credits were earned 

through Direct Credit with 

out students leaving the 

grounds of DUHS. 

The staff and administra-

tion of DUHS are proud of 

the Dual Enrollment and 

Direct Credit opportunities 

offered to our students.

Synervioce Calling System 

A new method of getting important 

information out during inclement 

weather is the use of the Synervioce 

Calling Systmem.  This is new to the 

district this year.  Each family will 

receive a call in the morning on days 

when school will be closed, or if there 

is an emergency, or for bulletins simply 

need to be passed along to students and 

their families.  We can do this only if 

we have the most current phone 

information which is pulled from 

registration forms.  So please check 

with Mrs. Fleisher in attendance if you 

are not receiving calls or if you would 

like another phone number substituted.  

We will still notify area media outlets 

of closures as well.

»All labels must be clear and bear the

Our decision as to 

whether or not cancel an activity is 

always made with the best interest 

of the students in mind. 

■  Reminder that any student 

wishing to participate in 

extracurriculuar athletics must 

have a current physical on file in 

the athletic office, no exceptions. 

In order for a student to take medication 
at school, the following rules apply: 

»There must be written, signed permis-

sion from the parent/guardian. 

»There must be written instructions, 

signed by a physician.  This applies to 
all over-the-counter   medicines, such 
as aspirin, cough medicine, stomach 
medicine, etc. as well as prescription 
medicine. Exception:  If a prescription 
has been filled within the last two weeks 
and is to be given for a limited time, the 
pharmacy label (if clear and for the stu-
dent) may be used for signed signature 
from a physician. 

»All medicine to be taken at school 

(prescription, aspirin, Tylenol, cough 
medicine, etc.) must be kept in the 
school office and administered by desig-
nated school personnel.  

»All medicine must come to school in 

its original container. (Ask the pharma-
cist to make up a special bottle for 
school.)  No baggies, envelopes, etc. 

Over the Counter and Controlled substances 
(drugs, over-the-counter and controlled sub-
stances, alcoholic beverages, mind-altering 
substances, look-alike drugs and counterfeit 
drugs, paraphernalia, i.e. lighters, pipes, 
etc.)
